Right of access by the data subject

Right to erasu re (' right to be forgotten’)

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Right to data portability

(1 ) The data subject sha11 have the right to receive the personal data concerning him or her,
which he or she has provided to a controller, in a structured, commonl) used and machine-
readable format and have the right to transmit those data to another controller without hindrance
from the controller to which the personal data have been provided. where:

a) the processing is based on conscnt pursuant to point (a) of Article
6( 1 ) or point (a) of ARiele 9(2) or on a contract pursuant to point (b )

Right to object

situa lion. at any time to processing of personal data concerning him or her which is based on
point (e) or (t) of Article 6(1 ). inc}uciing profiiing based on those provisions. :The controller
s lra 11 no }onger process the personal data uniess the controller demonstrates compelling
legitimate grounds for the processing which ovemide the interests. rights and freedoms of the
data subject or for the establishment. exercise or defence of legal claims.

(2 ) Where personal data are processed for direct marketing puQoses, the data subject stlali have
the right to object at any time to processing of personal data concerning him or her for such
marketing, which includes proniing to the extent that it is related to such direct marketing.

(3) Where the data subject objects to processing for direct marketing purposes, the personal
data shai1 no ionger be processed for such purposes.

(4) At the }atest at the time of the first communication with the data subject, the right referred
to in paragraphs l and 2 shall be explicitly brought to the attention of the data subject and shail
be prcscntcd clearly and separatcly from any other information.

Automated individual decision-making, including profiling

processing, including pro Gling. which produccs lcgai effects concerning him or her or similar 1y
significantly affects him or her.

(2) Paragraph 1 shall not apply if the dccis ion:

a) is necessary for entering into. or perforlnance of, a contract between
the data subject and a data controller:

b) is authorised by L-nion or Member State law to which the controller
is subject and which also !a)’s down suitab le measurcs to safeguard
the data subject-s rights and freedomis and !egitim,1 te interests; or

Any part of such a declaration which constitutes an infringement of this
Regulation shall not be binding.
